Too often we attempt to enhance the physical appearance while ignoring what is ir
There are any number of computerized exams that attempt to identify a personality type or trait when matching
individual to a specific position within an organization. These same tests, given to an individual and also to those wi
have direct interaction with this individual, often reveal conflicting views. We do not see ourselves as others see
What we often view as strengths may really be weaknesses. What we may consider sensitivity can be viewed
intractability.

The problem is that if we cannot see ourselves clearly, what makes us think that we can fully understand those aro
us? Too often we make shap judgments based upon what someone else may have said, what the individual is wea
what we think we know about them and a myriad of trivial thoughts. It has been said that we spend a lot of ener
imposing our judgment on others based solely on the snippets of their lives that we get to see. We tend to talk ab
people but not with them. We accept comments made by others as fact without an attempt to really learn. Too often
own lack of knowledge, our ignorance and personal prejudices, can cause irreparable harm, when harm was not inten
How often have people moved away from others because of a physical deformity or the color of their skin? When v
were choosing teams, did we select the one who could not throw straight? Did we laugh at the student who could
read, or did we attempt to provide assistance? Did we welcome the newcomer into our social group, or did someon:
the group convince us to wait? And what were we waiting for? Was there a test? What responsibilities do we have
help the ignorant grow or hold accountable those whc
satire? Did he tell her the louse was there to help shield her from humiliation, or did he stand by and mock her?

The Torah teaches us to love our neighbors as though they were we. How many try to follow this teaching? We :
